AP European History – Chapter 14 – Scientific Revolution Skits

Objective:
Using text and other sources of valid information student will create, write and perform a 4-5 minute skit that clearly explains the main ideas, inventions, concepts and controversies developed during the era known as the “Scientific Revolution.”  

Requirements:
Student groups will provide:

· A typed final draft of the skit and its dialogue

· Any and all props, support visuals, music, etc. 

· References to key written works of the era

Topics of Skits:

1. Locke and Hobbes discussing human nature, forms of government 

2. Ptolemy, Copernicus and Galileo discussing the nature of the universe

3. Brahe and Kepler discussing astronomical observations & the universe

4. Newton, Bacon and Pascal on the connection of reason, science and faith in explaining the world

5. Queen Christina of Sweden and Descartes discuss science and deductive reasoning

6. Women of Science discussing their work and the hurdles they face

7. Galileo and the Pope discussing science vs. heresy

8. Baroque artists meeting and discussing the movement and their works

9. Women and Witch Hunts – Who and Why?

Assignment:
Students will complete a 1-page RAFT on one of the topics presented where they were the audience.  The RAFT will follow the following guidelines:

Role – You are a fly reporter, on the wall at the place where the skit takes place

Audience – You are writing to the readers (other flies) of the FLY NEWS

Form – A 1-page news report of the event, conversation and conclusions

Topic – As assigned by your instructor

AP European History – Chapter 14 – Scientific Revolution Skits Script 

Student Scripts must include:

· Setting - 
A description of the place and action that will be occurring in the skit, including a listing of any props that will be used

· Dialogue - 
A word for word written expression of what the characters will be saying to each other, along with any background activity

· Character A: (confidently announces) blah , blah , blah

· Character B: (serious expression) blah, blah, blah…

· Character C: (laughing) blah , blah!

· Etc.

· A Brief Summary - 
A paragraph at the end of the script that summarizes the main ideas and contributions of each character communicated during the skit 
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
