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Cluster 3:
Causes and Effects of the First World War

Standard 10.5.1:  Analyze the arguments for entering into war presented by leaders from all sides of the Great War and the role of  political and economic rivalries, ethnic and ideological conflicts, domestic discontent and disorder, and propaganda and nationalism in mobilizing the civilian population in  support of “total war.”

Assassinated: to murder an important person:
Alliances: a close agreement or connection between people, countries
Dissolution: the act of officially ending a marriage, business arrangement
Exploitation: to use something effectively and completely, or get as much as you can out of a situation
Standard 10.5.2:  Examine the principal theaters of battle, major turning points, and the importance of geographic factors in military decisions and outcomes (e.g., topography, waterways, distance, climate).

Deployment: to move soldiers and military equipment to a place so that they can be used if necessary
Neutralize: to prevent something from having any effect
Front:   in the most forward or leading position
Immobile: not moving, or not able to move
Static: not moving, changing, or developing
Tactics: the way in which soldiers, weapons, etc. are arranged in a battle

Standard 10.5.3:  Explain how the Russian Revolution and the entry of the United States affected the course and outcome of the war.

Allegiance: loyalty to or support for a leader, country, belief

Standard 10.5.4:  Understand the nature of the war and its human costs (military and civilian) on all sides of the conflict, including how colonial peoples contributed to the war effort.

Refuge: a place that provides protection or shelter from bad weather or danger
Standard 10.5.5:  Discuss human rights violations and genocide, including the Ottoman government's actions against Armenian citizens.

Dehumanization: to make a system less pleasant for people
Mortification: to be extremely embarrassed or ashamed
Standard 10.6.1:  Analyze the aims and negotiating roles of world leaders, the terms and influence of the Treaty of  Versailles and Woodrow Wilson’s Fourteen Points, and the causes and effects of the United States’s rejection of the League of Nations on world politics.

Aggressor: a person or country that starts a fight or war
Framework: a set of rules, beliefs, knowledge, etc. that people use when making a decision or planning something
Acquisitions: something that you have gotten
Humiliated: to make someone feel ashamed or stupid
Incapacitated: to make someone too sick or weak to live or work normally
Standard 10.6. 2:  Describe the effects of the war and resulting peace treaties on population movement, the international economy, and shifts in the geographic and political borders of Europe and the Middle East.

Dismemberment: to cut or tear into pieces
Dominant: strongest, most important, or most noticeable
Inflationary: relating to or causing price increases
Depression: a long period when businesses do not buy, sell, or produce very much and many people do not have jobs
Rebounded: to increase again after decreasing
Partitioning: the separation of a country into two or more independent countries
Standard 10.6.4:  Discuss the influence of World War I on literature, art, and intellectual life in the West (e.g., Pablo Picasso, the “lost generation” of Gertrude Stein, Ernest Hemingway).

Romanticism: to talk or think about things in a way that makes them seem more attractive than they really are
Naturalism: as a natural feature or quality, not made or done by people
Legacy: a situation that exists as a result of things that happened at an earlier time
Disillusionment: to make someone realize that something s/he thought was true or good is not
Cluster 4:

Causes and Effects of the Second World War

Standard 10.7.1:  Understand the causes and consequences of the Russian Revolution, including Lenin’s use of  totalitarian means to seize and maintain control (e.g., the Gulag).

Implementation: to make it happen
Obstructive: to try to prevent someone from doing something by making it difficult
Confinement: the act of forcing someone to stay in a room, prison, etc., or the state of being there
Standard 10.7.2:  Trace Stalin’s rise to power in the Soviet Union and the connection between economic policies, the absence of a free press, and systematic violations of human rights (e.g., the Terror Famine in Ukraine).

Crackdown: an effort to stop certain behavior by being more strict
Dissidents: someone who publicly criticizes the government in his/her country, when doing this is a crime in that country
Reform: to improve an organization or system by making a lot of changes to it
Standard 10.8.1  Compare the German, Italian, and Japanese drives for empire in the 1930s, including the 1937 Rape of Naking, other atrocities in China, and the Stalin-Hitler Pact of 1939.

Brutalization: to treat someone in a cruel and violent way
Aggression: angry or threatening behavior, especially in which you attack someone
Insure: to make something certain to happen
Standard 10.8.3:  Identify and locate the Allied and Axis powers on a map and discuss the major turning points of the war, the principal theaters of conflict, kept strategic decisions, and the resulting war conferences and political resolutions, with emphasis on the importance of geographic factors.

Embarked: to start something new, difficult, or exciting
Utilized: to use something
Sue: to make a legal claim against someone
Standard 10.8.4:   Describe the political, diplomatic, and military leaders during the war (e.g., Winston Churchill, Franklin Delano Roosevelt, Emperor Hirohito, Adolf Hitler, Benito Mussolini, Joseph Stalin, Douglas MacArthur, Dwight Eisenhower).

Restructure: to change the way in which something such as a business or system is organized
Launch: to start something new, such as an activity, plan
Standard 10.8.5:  Analyze the Nazi policy of pursuing racial purity, especially against the European Jews; its transformation into the Final Solution and the Holocaust resulted in the murder of six million Jewish civilians.

Extermination: to kill all of a particular group of animals or people
Ultimate: an ultimate purpose, aim, reason, etc. is the final and most important one
Systematically: organized carefully and done thoroughly

Litter: if a lot of things litter a place, they are spread all over it in a messy way
Deemed: to say that something has a particular quality

Evacuation: to move people from one place to another
Standard 10.8.6:  Discuss the human costs of the war, with particular attention to the civilian and military losses in Russia, Germany, Britain, United States, China and Japan.

Causalities: someone who is hurt or killed in an accident or war
Cluster 5: International Developments in the Post-World War II Era

Standard 10.9.1:  Compare the economic and military power shifts caused by the war, including the Yalta Pact, the development of nuclear weapons, Soviet control over Eastern European nations, and the economic recoveries of Germany and Japan.

Mandate: an official order given to a person or organization to do something
Marine: relating to the ocean and the animals and plants that live there
Standard 10.9.2: Analyze the causes of the Cold War, with the free world on one side and Soviet client states on the other, including competition for influence in such places as Egypt, the Congo, Vietnam, and Chile.

Reduction: a decrease in size, amount, price
Founding: someone who establishes a business, organization, school
Buffer zone: a safe or quiet area where fighting or dangerous activity is not allowed to happen
Expenditures: the total amount of money that a person or organization spends
Forcibly: done using physical force
Suppression: to prevent important information or opinions from becoming known
Rationale: the reasons and principles on which a decision, plan, etc. is based
Competitive: determined to be more successful than other people or companies
Non-aligned: to not work together with another person, group or country

Standard 10.9.3:  Understand the importance of the Truman Doctrine and the Marshall Plan, which established the pattern for America’s postwar policy of supplying economic and military aid to prevent the spread of Communism and the resulting economic and political competition in arenas such as Southeast Asia (i.e., the Korean War, Vietnam War), Cuba, and Africa.

Asserted: to state firmly that something is true
Standard 10.9.4:  Analyze the Chinese Civil War, the rise of Mao Tse-tung, and the  subsequent political and economic upheavals in China (e.g., the Great Leap Forward, the Cultural Revolution, and the Tiananmen Square uprising).

Embarked: to start something new
Corruption: dishonest or immoral behavior
Standard 10.9.5:  Describe the uprisings in Poland (1952), Hungary (1956), and Czechoslovakia (1968) and those countries’ resurgence in the 1970s and 1980s as people in Soviet satellites sought freedom from Soviet control.

Hard-line: unwilling to change your extreme political opinions
Reestablish: to again make people accept that you can do something
Executed: to kill someone, especially as a legal punishment for a crime
Intervene: to do something to try to stop an argument, problem, war
Appease: to make someone less angry or stop him/her from attacking you by giving him/her what s/he wants
Standard 10.9.6:  Understand how the forces of nationalism developed in the Middle East, how the Holocaust affected world opinion regarding the need for a Jewish state, and the significance and effects of the location and establishment of Israel on world affairs.

Resettlement: the movement of a large number of people into a new place in order to live there
Standard 10.9.7:  Analyze the reasons for the collapse of the Soviet Union, including the weakness of the command economy, burdens of  military commitments, and growing resistance to Soviet rule by dissidents in satellite states and the non-Russian Soviet republics.

Dissidents: someone who publicly criticizes the government in his/her country, when doing this is a crime in that country
Proliferation: to increase very quickly in number and spread to many different places
Turmoil: a state of confusion, excitement, and trouble
Purges: to force people to leave a place or organization because the people in power do not like them

Collapse: a sudden failure in the way something works, so that it cannot continue
Standard 10.10.2:  Describe the recent history of the regions, including the political divisions and systems, key leaders, religious issues, natural features, resources, and population patterns.

Intertwined: twisted together or closely related
Standard 10.11:  Students analyze the integration of countries into the world economy and the information, technological, and communications revolutions (e.g., television, satellites, computers).

Flee: to leave somewhere very quickly in order to escape from danger
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
