	Q everything / “polis” (community) source of norms / justice

Democracy / Citizenship + Civic Duty > His Death

	Plato
	Anti-democracy > Philosopher-Kings  rule who are virtuos

The Republic explains his ideas

	Aristotle
	Democracy with “Middle Class” having power is best

	Greeks
	Direct democracy = citizens vote on everything / Athens / Concept of Citizenship + Civic Duty

	Romans
	Republican Government = elected representatives (large empire)

Written Law (Code of Justinian) = equality before the law for all citizens

Innocent until proven guilty

	   Judaism


	Humans created by God  = human have innate worth and dignity

	   Christianity
	Agree with Jewish teachings + Social equality for all people for same reasons

	English
	Magna Carta = Contract King + Nobles that limits power of ruler 

Petition of Right = Parliament power “over the purse” ($ taxes), limits ruler’s power, Habeus Corpus, trial by jury

Glorious Revolution = “Bloodless”, Constitutional Monarchy, 

English Bill of Rights guarantees rights and freedoms of citizens… Earlier rights PLUS no cruel punishment, right to bear arms, right to petition…

	Hobbes
	-English Civil War influenced him, people are selfish & untrustworthy
-Leviathan
-Social Contract = exchange individual rights for government protection

	Locke
	-People are good, trustworthy, reasonable if given chance
-Government by “consent of the governed” = Two Treatises

-Democracy advocated

-Tabula Rasa challenges pre-destination concept

	Montesquieu
	-3 branches of government: executive, legislative, judicial
-checks and balances

	Rousseau
	-General will, small communities, democracy
-Man is good, society corrupts
-Separate spheres for men & women

-Social contract, overthrow is ok if government corrupt

	Wollstonecraft
	-Women’s rights begin with equal education
-Marriage is legalized prostitution based on the laws of the day

	Adam Smith
	-Laissez-faire capitalism, free market, free trade, invisible hand of market determines all things

	American Revolution
	-No taxation without representation
-Declaration of Independence – life, liberty, pursuit of happiness (Locke, sort of)

-Saratoga = turning point, got French involved

-US Constitution – based on Montesquieu’s ideas

-Bill of Rights based on English Bill of Rights and Petition of Right and Magna Carta

	
	


Chapter 3 Main Ideas: French Revolution & Napoleon: Std. 10.2 Revolutions & Aftermath

	Causes
	-Unequal social classes; 1st Estate = clergy, 2nd Estate = nobles / monarch, 3rd Estate = Everybody else… 1st + 2nd = 3% of population, 3rd = 97% 

-3rd Estate pays nearly all the taxes and fees, classes are detached

-Poor weather = bad harvests = famine, starvation

	Phases
	-Failed reforms

-Estates-General meeting, failed… vote by order or head? Order = ( 3rd Estate

-Tennis Court Oath = desire for a constitution!

-Bastille = 1st violence, 3rd Estate rising up!

-Women’s March to Versailles = Violence! K + Q forced to Paris

-Flight to Varennes = failed, K is a traitor to the revolution!

-Reign of Terror = mayhem vs. nobles, priests, “enemies” of revolution = guillotine!!

-The Directory = new government, republican style with 5 leaders = ineffective  

	People
	-King Louis XVI + Queen Marie Antoinette

-Marat = agitator, angry newspaper

-Robespierre = leader of Committee of Public Safety (Guillotine!), R of Terror

	Documents
	-Declaration of Rights of Man influenced by Enlightenment + Declaration of Independence

	Napoleon’s Rise & Fall
	-Became a proven leader, military success

-Created an empire via conquest

-Napoleonic Code = laws (pro-business, pro-male, some Enlightenment ideas)

-Made himself Emperor, absolute power

-Three mistakes = Continental System, Peninsular War, Russia

-Lost, abdicated, exiled, 100 Days = comeback, Waterloo, exiled for good, died

-He spurred nationalism in Europe among conquered peoples 

	Congress of Vienna
	-Re-organize Europe after NB, Metternich leads
-Balance of Power, Legitimacy, Peace via Concert of Europe

	South American Revolutions
	-Simon Bolivar + Jose San Martin = Creole leaders, fight vs. Spanish for independence!

-Successful revolts = new countries, Spanish speaking

-Brazil was non-violent, peaceful path to independence

	Mexico Revolution & Path to Independence
	-Father Hidalgo, mestizos oppressed, revolt > Morelos > Iturbide
-Mexico independent 1821, abolished slavery, democracy, unstable

	Europe 1830s
	-Failed revolutions & unification effort in Italy (Mazzini & Young Italy ()
-Successful revolt in Greece, Lord Byron helps (

	Europe 1848
	-Failed revolutions & unification effort in Germany (Frankfurt Assembly ()

	GB Reforms 
	-Great Reform Act 1832 eliminates Rotten Boroughs to get cities better representation in Parliament

-Chartist Movement = universal male suffrage, salary for MPs, annual elections, secret ballot


Chapter 5 Main Ideas: Industrial Revolution: Std. 10.3 Industrial Revolution

	Path to Industrialism
	

	GB 1st, Why?
	-GB had a STABLE government and banking system, a more flexible society & the resources it needed

	Chain of Events
	-Agricultural Revolution: 3 field system  >> CROP ROTATION + ENCLOSURE + INVENTION (seed drill, steel plow) >> More food >> More people = extra people >> Migration to city

-Cottage Industry (aka Putting-Out system) in off-season >> Small factory with machines, water is first power source

-TEXTILE industry 1st to industrialize

	Key Inventions
	-Spinning Jenny, Water Frame, STEAM ENGINE by James Watt

	Urbanization
	-People migrate to city for jobs in factories

-Cities grow FAST = poor quality of life, tenement slums, poor sanitation, unclean water, pollution, diseases spread in close quarters (cholera)

	Labor Conditions & Wages
	-Hard work for low wages, no safety, long hours, worker abuse

-Child Labor in textile mills, men work machines, women switch to other jobs that are lower paying like “domestic” work

-Unions develop to protect worker, get better wages, better conditions 

	
	


Chapter 6 Main Ideas: Life in Industrial Age: Std. 10.3 Industrial Revolution 

	Family Life
	-Parents, teens, kids work long hours = disconnection, no or very low education

-Live in old parts of city, near rivers, highways, etc… run down, worn out areas

-Substance abuse, violence in cities among working class

	Bourgeoisie – The New Middle Class
	-New Middle Class develops = managers, supervisors, clerks, retail shop owners

-They live in city, but nicer, newer areas >> Suburbs 

	Utopian Socialism
	-Utopians try to fix problems & create a “perfect place”

-Jeremy Bentham = utilitarianism = greatest good for greatest number

-Robert Owen = New Lanark = NICE factory environment, failed

	Karl Marx & Communism
	-Economic inequality is cause of all problems

-Proletariat = workers, Bourgeoisie = middle class & bosses, tension cannot be fixed… WORKERS must UNITE and OVERTHROW the bourgeoisie! Dictatorship of the Proletariat is the “adjustment” time, in the end = COMMUNISM = all people share… to each according to his need, for each according to his ability, NO MORE SOCIAL CLASSES

	
	


Chapter 7 Main Ideas: Nationalism in Germany, Italy & Russia: Std. 10.2 Nationalism

	France
	-Unstable, flips between effective democracy, ineffective democracy and monarchy
-Multiple attempts at revolution by people of Paris, crushed

-Dreyfus Affair = anti-Semitism, divides nation

	Germany
	-Bismarck uses war to create Germany: Denmark, Austria & France targets
-Kulturkampf v Church; Realpolitik = flexible politics, Machiavellian

-Social programs

	Italy
	-Phases: Mazzini & Young Italy fail earlier, Cavour + Garibaldi (Red Shirts)
-Victor Emmanuel II constitutional monarch

	Russia
	-Emancipates Serfs 1861
-Russification + pogroms
-Bloody Sunday + loss to Japan in war creates problems for tsar

	-Manifest Destiny, Monroe Doctrine, Mex-Am War, Trans-continental RR

	Canada

	Scramble for Africa:

Why?

Who remained free?

GB dominates, why?
	-Spread Christianity, raw materials, new markets, solve overpopulation at home, increased power and status by having colonies… driven by industrialism and social Darwinism
-Liberia & Ethiopia stay free

-GB has colonies on each side of the continent

-Belgian Congo treats Africans the worst

	Middle East:

Egypt?

Persia?

Ottoman Empire?
	-Egypt key b/c of location >> Suez Canal connects Europe to India and Asia
-Oil discovered in Persia, concessions given to Russia and GB, issues of power and control begin

-OE = “sick man” b/c it is weak, backwards & has internal issues

-Young Turks emerge, Armenian Genocide begins, slowly

	Asia:

Why?

Who stayed free?

Who dominated where?

	-Same reasons as Africa
-Siam stays free by working treaties with multiple nations, King Monghut

-China loses by refusing to accept or adapt = spheres of influence

-China loses Opium Wars with GB, Sino-Japanese War, fails at reform, Taiping Rebellion fails, Boxer Rebellion is crushed

-GB = India, Malaya, Burma, Hong Kong, parts of China / Dutrch = East Indies / French = Indochina / Germany = parts of China, Samoa, some Pacific islands / US = Philippines via Spanish-American War and crushing Filipino revolt 

	China vs. Japan, 2 different experiences?


	-China resisted change, cost them control of their country
-Japan chose to modernize, became powerful under Meiji emperors… invaded Korea, Manchuria, beat Russia in Russo-Japanese War

	Australia &

Pacific Rim?
	-Aus. = prison (penal) colony at first; conquered Aborigines

-NZ settled by escaped convicts, conquered Maoris
-Islands in Pacific serve as refueling stations, missions, military bases

-US takes Hawaii, annexes after American sugar planters revolt against Queen Liliuokalani

	Latin America:

Cycle of economic dependence?

Cuba?

US involvement?
	-US issues Monroe Doctrine 1820, protect baby democracies in Latin America from Europeans
-US companies dominate Latin American economically, weak countries
-Spanish-America War frees Cuba (US dominates it), gives US an empire

-Benito Juarez creates Mexican democracy but its unstable, Porfirio Diaz = dictator in Mexico who modernizes but oppresses people
