	E. Choose an Enlightenment era person who you believe worthy for the honor “Most Important Person of the Era”.  As their Public Relations Director, Create a poster (8.5 x 11”) that promotes them and asks people to vote for them. The poster must list their name, have a visual depiction of the person, be in color, include three (3) reasons why & include a slogan.
