The Italian & Northern Renaissance approx. 1300 – 1525

POLITICAL

1. City States: Florence, Genoa, Venice, Milan - No national government, 

2. Milan ruled by despot  

3. Florence was a republic, cultural center of Italian Renaissance 

4. Venice ruled by the “Doge”, trading center

5. Others were controlled by condottieri ( military warlords) who were independent 

6. In the later years of the Renaissance, these states warred with each other and left them vulnerable to outside attack. This happened when Charles V‘s troops attacked in 1527, thereby ending the Renaissance in Italy.

7. The Hapsburgs (Holy Roman Empire) face many enemies during this time. They fight with the Valois dynasty in France, and must contend with the Muslims. In 1453, the Muslims finally captured Constantinople.

ECONOMIC

1. The Medici was the merchant and banking family based in Florence.

2. The Medici family, and their northern counterparts, the Fugger, loaned money to various kings in other parts of Europe.

3. The basic institutions of Europe: banking, law, government and economic production were established in the Middle Ages and advanced / refined during the Renaissance 

4. Florence‘s “Golden Florin” becomes standard European currency. Florentine merchants traded and loaned money. Venice and Genoa were the major merchant cities. Merchant capitalism began to weaken the power of the nobility. Merchant families begin to climb the social ladder. Two Medici women eventually married and became queens of France.

5. The Northern Renaissance was more technically inventive. Printing (1450), mining, mathematics, cartography (maps), lenses, telescopes.

RELIGIOUS

1. Religion and the Northern Renaissance

2. Mysticism: The belief that the individual could commune with God without priests or official sacraments – not openly rebellious against Catholicism, but the roots of the Reformation can be found in northern Mysticism.

a. Mystics offered a deeper religion

3. Northern Christian Humanists also studied Hebrew besides Latin and Greek.

4. The North was more religious than the South (Italy) a blend of old and new (classical / Christian).

5. Many laymen (not part of the religious hierarchy) show interest in religious life.  The “Brothers of the Common Life” was such a lay movement (NL).

6. There was more concentration on the conscientious devotion to Christian / civic duty.

7. In Germany and Northern Europe the seeds are planted for the Reformation.

SOCIAL

1. The outlook on life changes dramatically.

a. Religion remains a force, but the emphasis is no longer the “hereafter” (eternity), but rather the “here and now” and man’s power to affect his world.

ITALIAN AND NORTHERN RENAISSANCE SOCIAL (continued)

b. Humans are no longer frail creatures, but possess a vast range of human powers.  Humanity is therefore glorified.

c. Involvement vs. Monasticism (separation from people, devoted to God)
d. Proper enjoyment of wealth vs. mere subsistence living  / devotion to poverty

2. The Popes use art to 

a. Teach Biblical lessons to a largely illiterate public and

b. Reinforce their own power and majesty during the High Renaissance (1450-1527)

3. Civic humanism: Build hospitals, fountains, squares, sculpture, parks, instead of cathedrals.

4. Renaissance Man emphasizes the individual and his achievements, capable of war, poetry, knowledge of Latin and Greek, music, architecture, etc.

a. Leonardo Da Vinci is considered the epitome of this concept!
5. Castiglione‘s book The Courtier (a best seller) described manners and decorum for the Renaissance man.

a. Manners also establish a clear class division between the nobility and the rising middle class

6. Education: The Renaissance launched the idea of putting students together by classes.

7. Gender divisions remain. Some women are educated and learn to rule while their husbands are away. Others were sent to convents when they also studied. In Florence and other city-states marriages were arranged between the wealthy merchant families.

INTELLECTUAL

1. Humanists believed they were reviving the glory of the “classical (Greek / Roman) age.” Italian humanists believed especially that Italy had a special culture inherited from the Romans.

2. Ancient manuscripts, copied by Christian monks and Muslim scholars (Spain) hundreds of years earlier, are first discovered to help solve legal problems – more manuscripts are hunted down, copied, read and shared. 

3. Printing aids the spread of knowledge. 

4. Dante, and later Petrarch (“father of humanism”), write in the vernacular (the language of the people).

ARTISTIC

1. Petrarch (1304-1374) was called the first man of letters. His letters, poems, sonnets and writings make him the chief Renaissance writer.

2. Architecture and Sculpture were influence by ancient Greece and Roman style. 

a. Architecture features the circle, Roman arch, dome, natural light

b. Sculpture is no longer attached to the cathedrals but becomes independent and free-standing. 

c. Portraits, busts, nudes, equestrian (on horseback) all reflect the Greco-Roman tradition.
3. Painting also undergoes changes. 

a. Oil paint developed in Flanders and spreads from Northern Europe

b. Fresco (water based paint onto wet plaster) survives because of Italy‘s dryer climate. 

c. Perspective, chiaroscuro and other techniques are invented and developed.

d. Figures are presented in a realistic way, with dimension and depth.

4. Know the main artists –

a. “Four Ninjas”

i. Michelangelo: (1475-1564) Sistine Chapel, marble David

ii. Leonardo da Vinci: (1452-1519) Mona Lisa & the Last Supper
ITALIAN AND NORTHERN RENAISSANCE ART (continued)

iii. Donatello: Bronze “David”

iv. Rafael: School of Athens

b. Other key artists 

i. El Greco: Mannerism

ii. Giotto: Father of Renaissance Art… natural style

5. High Renaissance (1450-1527): 

a. Popes, church authorities and wealthy merchant families are patrons in order to reflect their power and prestige.

The Reformation 1517-1600

POLITICAL

1. 1529 German Lutheran princes ― protest  = “Protestants” against the Holy Roman Emperor Charles V (Hapsburg & Roman Catholic) policies

2. 1531 Lutheran princes form Schmalkaldic League against Charles V

3. 1530‘s Charles V fighting Ottoman Turks (Muslims) & French (RC)

4. 1545 Luther dies and war breaks out. Divisions among Catholics weaken support for Charles V

5. 1555 Peace of Augsburg: “Cuius regio, eius religio” (whose the region, his the religion).  The local ruler decides the religion for his region. This is a great victory for Protestants

6. FRANCE

a. Francois I supports Turks against HRE Charles V

b. Henry II,  his successor, manages to keep France stable despite the fact that the Huguenot (Calvinist) population is growing

7. ENGLAND

a. Henry VIII (Tudor) divorces Catherine of Aragon, seeking a male heir. England splits from Roman Catholic Church (RCC) after request for annulment is denied. The Church of England (Anglican Church) is established in its place

b. Act of Supremacy in 1529. Thomas More does not sign and is executed. Henry VIII marries Anne Boleyn (plus four others). Henry initially did not want to Anglicans to change doctrines away from Catholicism. However, over time Protestant influence grows.

c. Henry VIII is succeeded by: 

i. Lady Jane Grey (Protestant), only for 9 days

ii. Edward VI (Protestant)

iii. Mary I (Bloody Mary—Catholic)

iv. Elizabeth I (Protestant—but not a fanatic) ascends throne in 1558.

ECONOMIC

1. Protestant England and Holland soon undergo rapid Capitalist development.

2. Lands are confiscated from Catholics and RCC in England and form the great estates that will dominate Parliament in future. The competition between the faiths on both a religious and economic level lead to unprecedented growth and ingenuity.

RELIGIOUS

1. Roots of the Reformation

a. John Wycliffe (England), followers known as Lollards (preached in vernacular)
i. Challenged papal authority over the secular state and papal infallibility

ii. Clerical poverty, merit is basis of religious authority
THE REFORMATION 1517-1600 RELIGIOUS (continued)

iii. Wycliffe accused of Donatism (power of sacrament depended on morality of the person administering it 
b. John Huss (Bohemian Hussites)

i. Lay communion of both bread AND wine, vernacular services, Eucharist is symbolic

ii. Executed for heresy by RCC, burned at stake

2. Martin Luther issues 95 Theses in Wittenberg, Germany October 31, 1517.  This act launches the Reformation.
a.  Luther believes that “salvation is by faith alone” & that the Bible is the ultimate source of authority, not Papal edicts

b.  Criticizes indulgences sold by church

c. Two sacraments only: baptism and communion (Luther’s belief)

3. Luther refuses to recant his works and confronts the young Emperor, Charles V at Diet of Worms.

a. HRE Charles V issues Edict of Worms: 

i. Luther is forbidden to preach, is an outlaw with price on his head.

ii. RCC ex-communicates Luther

b. Frederick the Wise of Saxony hides Luther in Wartburg Castle near Eisenach

i. Luther translates New Testament of Bible into vernacular German, thereby blending dialects and creating the modern German language

4. OTHER MAIN RELIGIOUS GROUPS:

a. Anabaptists: Adult Baptism. Take over city of Muenster. John of Leyden killed. They are the forerunners of modern day Baptists.

b. Calvinists: John Calvin writes Institute of Christian Religion, flees to Geneva.

i.  Calvin emphasizes:

1. Pre-destination. 

2. Also, Calvinism does not recognize subordination of church to state.

3. Calvin favors remaking all of society into a religious community (theocracy).  Geneva becomes a theocracy, morphs into a very strict and harshly ruled place, executes Michael Servetus for heresy

4.  Calvinism will encourage a strong work ethic and self-improvement.

5.  Calvinist churches will be very plain, focused on God. 

6. Calvinism will influence the Netherlands, France (Huguenot), Scotland (Presbyterian), and England (Puritan).

c. Roman Catholic Counter-Reformation: 

i. Council of Trent met from 1545-1563.

1.  Salvation is by Faith and Works combined, maintains Seven Sacraments.

2.  Papal/clerical authority is supreme.

3. Tried to define proper use of relics, saints, and indulgences.

4. Print an Index of Prohibited Books.

ii. JESUITS formed in 1540. Led by Ignatius Loyola, he used a military model to recruit and train missionaries who would be told to re-gain Protestants, or travel throughout the globe so that the RCC would gain converts. Jesuit priests serve kings, form schools and educate much of Europe and Spanish America’s Catholic elite. They will be powerful for over 200 years until they, too, are disbanded. Many lapsed Catholics re-convert. The Northern part of Europe will remain Protestant while the South is Catholic.

THE REFORMATION (continued)

SOCIAL

1. Religious reform prompts social reform. 

2. Peasants’ Revolt (1524-25) is brutally suppressed by princes of Germany. Luther supports state authority over peasants.

3. Protestants establish State schools to indoctrinate youth, increased literacy through Bible reading

4. Protestants strongly support marriage and family as ideal state of being.

5. Women are now placed firmly in the home, whereas in the Catholic Church, many women had positions of power in the abbeys.

6. Literacy will now advance less slowly in Southern (Catholic) Europe.

7. Bible now read in vernacular.

8. The State will start to support public charity. Work ethic rises, but disdain for poor develops.

INTELLECTUAL
1.  Christian humanists combine love of classical learning with emphasis on Christian piety: They are very influential during the Reformation.

2. SIR THOMAS MORE: Writes Utopia, about an imaginary land where economic and social structure end poverty and greed. 

3. ERASMUS (1466-1536) from Rotterdam (Netherlands) was a Northern Renaissance Humanist. Erasmus criticizes church corruption but not doctrine. His two important works were In Praise of Folly and Handbook of a Christian Knight. Later, he is blamed for inspiring Luther to criticize the church. Erasmus belongs to both the Renaissance and Reformation.

ARTISTIC

1. Hymns sung by congregation. Luther himself writes many hymns.

2. Printing developed in 1450: Spread of printing produces more literacy.

3. Albrecht Durer first mass marketer of art - woodcuts

4. Mannerism, then Baroque: Flamboyant facades of churches, ornate decoration with ceiling paintings. 

a. St. Peter‘s in Rome is Baroque. 

b. Titian‘s paintings capture Charles V‘s power.

5. There is some overlap between Renaissance and Baroque.

The Wars of Religion 1566 – 1648

POLITICS

1. FRANCE: 

a. Wars between RCC and Calvinist Huguenots includes St. Batholomew‘s Day Massacre in 1572 leaves France devastated. 

b. Three sons of Catherine de Medici rule until 1589, she rules as regent at times. 

c. Peace comes when Henry IV (Navarre) becomes King of France by converting to Catholicism: ― “Paris is Worth a Mass.” During his reign (1589-1610)

i. Henry IV issues Edict of Nantes in 1598 that ensures religion toleration for Huguenots

ii. Creates new class of nobles: Nobility of the Robe vs. old Nobility of the Sword.  Sold noble titles to fund the rebuilding after religious wars.  Roots out corruption.

2. SPAIN: 

a. Philip II uses New World (Americas) silver to fund the Catholic Counter-reformation.
WARS OF RELIGION SPAIN (continued)

b. Philip II sends Don John to Mediterranean who defeats Turks at Battle of Lepanto 1571, this changes power in eastern Mediterranean.

c. Moriscos (converted Muslims) forced out in the coming years

d. Spanish Armada defeated in 1588, begins shift of power

3. NETHERLANDS: 

a. Revolt again Philip‘s rule in 1566, Catholic churches destroyed.

b.  Duke of Alba v. Dutch + English Sea Beggars
c. Pacification of Ghent 1576 temporarily unified NL but religious differences prevail

d. Northern Provinces declare themselves free in 1580, Protestant.

e.  Southern Provinces stick with Spain, RCC

f.  Spain does not regain control of the Northern Provinces.

4. ENGLAND: 

a. Elizabeth I is a prudent ruler. Imprisons Mary Queen of Scots in 1568. Supports Dutch Revolt.  Defeats Armada 1588. 

b. Unmarried and childless Elizabeth I leaves throne to James I (Son of Mary Queen of Scots) in 1603. James I (Stuart) believes he rules by – Divine Right
5. GERMAN STATES/HOLY ROMAN EMPIRE: 

a. Last religious-based war, Thirty Years War, occurs from 1618-1648 Four phases: Bohemian, Danish, Swedish, French.  Defenestration of Prague begins it all.

i. Leaders: Wallenstein (Warlord) and Gustavus Adolphus great Swedish commander who creates a highly trained army. 

ii. Much of the fighting, however, is done by mercenaries from all over Europe, including Spain, who destroy property and civilian life.

iii. Germany is left weak and divided by the war, and deeply resentful of foreign interference in German lands.  Large amount of German population killed 

b. PEACE OF WESTPHALIA: A diplomatic peace with all parties at the table. Negotiated at Muenster (RC) and Osnabruck (P) Germany. Establishes Calvinism, Catholicism, and Lutheranism as official religions.

6. RUSSIA: 

a. Ivan the Terrible (1533-1584) increases Muscovy. After his death there is the TIME of TROUBLES—this only ends 27 years later with Michael Romanov being placed-on Russian throne as Tsar.

7. POLAND: 

a. The Liberum Veto limits the power of King (directly opposite of other countries). Though this seems advanced for the time, it will actually weaken Poland to withstand onslaught from its neighbors.  Ultimately leading to its “partition” in late 1700s.

ECONOMICS

1. The Dutch Republic increases their trade. Dutch forms become the reliable currency of Europe. Great economic growth in Northern Provinces starts to compete with English trade. Economic devastation of Germany during Thirty Years War. Dutch Golden Age.

2. Economic power shifts from the South to the North. Atlantic trade grows over Mediterranean trade.

3. New World wealth creates more inflation (influx of excess bullion), prices rise and wages become stagnant: Wages do not keep up with cost of living. Tax inefficiencies in England and France create financial problems.
WARS OF RELIGION ECONOMICS (continued)

4. War debilitates economic production of Germany. Population declines and agricultural prices drop. “Little Ice Age” may also have affected disastrous crop yields.

5. Settlements in the New World provide cash crops such as sugar, tobacco. Spain, England and France compete for colonies.  Mercantilism is the system of choice for competing nations.

RELIGIOUS

1. French Wars of Religion 1562-1598 end with Edict of Nantes.

2. English  Puritans (strict Calvinists who opposed all Catholic vestiges in the English Anglican church) increase. Puritans undercut the crown, are independent and cause Elizabeth I and James I headaches.

SOCIAL

1. Overwhelming demand for charity during this devastating time. 

2. Epidemics and disease. State taxes and church taxes tithes force peasants deeper into debt.

3. Serfdom (peasants who are tied to the land) disappears in Western Europe—but remains in Eastern Europe.  

4. Landlords demand rent and dues from peasants as times grow tough.

5. Women: 

a. Travel is restricted in some areas. 

b. Marriages are postponed during this economic crisis and families start to limit family size. Childbirth remains a killer.  

6. Witchcraft: 

a. Persecutions and trials from 1450 to 1700—and represent official persecution by government authorities. Burning at stake often occurred.

b. Poor, elderly females are the main victims (many senile); also young, unprotected women are targeted. Midwives are especially vulnerable. They only cease when elites begin to question the contrived evidence and science advances.

INTELLECTUAL

1. Montaigne—Writes essays filled with skepticism. Famous work: The Essays.  

2. Bodin: Identifies three forms of government. Supported “absolutist” ideas.  

3. Grotius: Dutch legal scholar who argues for international systems to keep peace, and also speaks for “natural law” that prohibits torture.

INTELLECTUAL—SCIENTIFIC REVOLUTION

1. 1543 Nicolaus Copernicus publishes On the Revolution of Heavenly Orbs. He states that the sun (heliocentric) is the center of the universe. 

2. Brahe (1546-1601) and Kepler (1571-1630) further clarify motion of planets. 

3. Galileo (1564-1642) develops better telescope from Dutch model. Identifies satellites of Jupiter, craters of moon. 

4. RCC  begins to keep secret file on Galileo in 1616. Galileo faces Roman inquisition (trial) for heresy and forced to publicly recant in 1633. Lives under house arrest.

5. Francis Bacon (1561-1626)—supports Deductive Reasoning / Scientific Method / Empiricism. 

6. Rene Descartes (1596-1650) – I think, therefore I am. Supports logical principles and human reason.

INTELLECTUAL—MEDICINE

1. Vesalius practices dissections, while Paracelsus experiments with new drugs. Harvey discovers circulation of blood.

WARS OF RELIGION (continued) 

ARTISTIC

1. James I authorizes new translation of Bible: King James Version, a landmark of Elizabethan English.

2. Shakespeare (Elizabethan Age) writes his plays—men play women on stage.

3. Painting has two styles that reflect the troubled times: 

a. Mannerism: theatrical style that distorts perspective. El Greco is prominent mannerist painter.  

b. Baroque: Extravagant, closely tied to the Catholic faith, glorifying .church and monarchy. Hapsburg family is the great patrons of Baroque architecture and painting.  

i. Rubens: Catholic painter from Flanders  

ii. Rembrandt: Protestant painter from Holland  

c. Operas begin to be performed, and Opera comes out of the Baroque tradition of flamboyant theatricality.

Absolutism mid 1600s – early 1700s

POLITICAL

1. FRANCE: 

a. Louis XIV (1613-1715) faces a Civil War in his youth, the Fronde (slingshot), is caused by power struggle between Cardinal Mazarin, representing the monarchy, and the nobles aligned with Paris Parliament.

b. Louis XIV takes throne in 1661 at age 23: 

i. Replaces violence with court ritual—great nobles compete for his favor, many live at Versailles, court life.

ii. Versailles an extension of King‘s glory (“Sun King”: “L’etat c’est moi” = I am the State).

c. War is now a matter of state, with state control over finances and men. Louis XIV supports four wars—the last will be in next column:

i. (1667-1668) Louis claimed Spanish Netherlands – War of Devolution – but only gained a few towns via the Treaty of Aix-la-Chapelle
ii. (1672-1678)  Dutch war—more land in Burgundy gained

iii. (1688-1697 Louis‘s armies lay waste German border states, but is forced to return all lands except for Strasbourg.

iv. (1701-1713) War of Spanish Succession – Louis XIV fights to keep his grandson on Spanish throne (Philip V – Anjou) vs. Grand Alliance (E + NL + HRE)

v. Peace of Utrecht (1713) ends it – Philip V remains king but England gets Gibraltar (entrance to Mediterranean Sea on southern tip of Spain)
2. ENGLAND: 

a. English Civil War (1642-46) Religious tensions contribute to war. Puritans and King Charles I (Stuart) come to war after Charles I signs and then plays games with Parliament over the Petition of Right and other issues.  Charles I dissolved Parliament 2x – Short Parliament (over religious issues with Scotland) and Long Parliament (over $$ issues). Oliver Cromwell leads the New Model Army (Roundheads) to victory over the Royalist Cavaliers.  Charles I is tried and publicly beheaded.

b. Cromwell establishes Puritan Republic, evolves into dictatorship with Cromwell as Lord Protector.  Outlaws all things “immoral.”

c. Cromwell‘s armies brutally suppress rebellions by Catholics in Ireland. 

ABSOLUTISM POLITICAL England (continued)

d. Cromwell also wages war on Dutch (this is also an economic trade war) 

e. Cromwell dies in 1658, Charles II (Stuart) returns to England (the Restoration).

3. PRUSSIA: 

a. Great Elector Frederick William (Hohenzollern) cuts deals with powerful Junkers (nobles) who are the great landowners of Prussia. Develops military (Spartan) state. 

b. Frederick I is proclaimed King after agreeing to fight against Louis XIV in War of Spanish Succession.

4. SWEDEN: Prussia‘s great rival in Baltic dominates. Sweden has colonies in North America.

5. AUSTRIA/HUNGARY: 

a. Muslim Turks are finally cleared out of Hungary after unsuccessful Siege of Vienna in 1683. Austrians and Hungarians have power struggle, but will unite against the lesser groups in this polyglot (multi-ethnic) empire. 

b. Leopold I (Hapsburg) destroys Turkish buildings and restores Catholicism to the formally Turkish occupied regions of the Balkans (SE Europe). Hapsburgs must bear the cost of defending Europe against the Muslim Turks much to Louis XIV‘s delight. (Hapsburgs vs. Bourbons rivalry).

6. RUSSIA: 

a. Old Orthodox Christians reject changes in Russian worship services. They rebel, are persecuted, and go ―underground. 

b. Modernization of Russia slowly begins with European/French influence.

7. POLAND: 

a. Weak constitutionalism results in revolts and sporadic, destructive fighting between nobles. 

b. Jews and Protestants caught in the middle—many Protestants (Lutherans and Calvinists) flee. 

c. Nobles insist on Liberum Veto (free Veto) which allowed them to dissolve parliament, making Polish government ineffective.  Nobles do not trust each other, “import” their kings from other monarchial families of Europe.

ECONOMIC

1. FRANCE: 

a. Louis XIV rules France with Intendents (nobles acting as governors) who supervise tax collection and public work projects.  Many live under his watch at Versailles

b. Jean Baptiste Colbert is the finance minister who oversees the bureaucracy and the new economic doctrine of MERCANTILISM: Governments intervene to increase nation wealth. 

c. Mercantilism means hoarding of gold and silver (bullion), heavy subsidies, tariffs on incoming goods and protectionism. Colonies are milked for raw materials. Overtime, this policy is flawed: short term wealth for long term economic stagnation. Mercantilism‘s profits often went for Louis XIV‘s military endeavors—a double blow to the French economy. Huguenots flee France after 1685—the loss of their skills and industry weakens French economy.

RELIGIOUS

1. FRANCE: 

a. Jansenists (a religious group that is Catholic with Protestant overtones) finds followers in the French Parlements. Louis sees this as a threat to his power. 

ABSOLUTISM RELIGIOUS France (continued leading) 

b. Eventually Louis XIV revokes the Edict of Nantes in 1685. He closes Huguenot churches schools.  1000s to flee to England, Prussia, even North America.

2. ENGLAND:

a. English Civil War and Puritan Republic aka Commonwealth (1642-1660) inspire many fringe groups, many religious or socialist in overtones. They include Levelers, Diggers, Quakers, Seekers, and Ranters. Cromwell has headaches trying to suppress these groups who now want their freedoms. During the restoration, English laws seek to prevent Catholic participation with Test Act of 1673 and Exclusion Act of 1678.

3. DUTCH REPUBLIC practices religious toleration. Dutch Jew, Spinoza, writes in freedom.

SOCIAL

1. Women begin to hold salons. Aristocratic women write and observe. Women writers begin to publish, though they are often ridiculed by others. Some women study science on their own. Aristocratic women support refined manners that separate themselves from the lower classes.

2. Middle class tries to catch up by also assimilating upper crust ways. 

3. Popular Culture (read: lower classes) knows little of new developments in science or literature. They continue to live lives focused on trade, festivals, and religion. 

4. Elite and popular culture gap widens (with middle class trying to adopt elite ways). 

5. Superstitious practices are attacked by churches.

INTELLECTUAL – PHILOSOPHY 

1. Thomas Hobbes (1558-1679) (Horrible Hobbes) argues in Leviathan that man (whose life is nasty, brutish, and short) should give up personal liberty for a monarch and collective security aka a “Social Contract.” He tutored Charles II of England.  

2. John Locke (1632-1704) (Locke & Load) argues that the social contract is a basis for constitutionalism. He also writes that mankind is not inherently bad, but rather a TABULA RASA or blank slate – whose actions are tied to how well they are treated. Government should protect life, liberty and property, the NATURAL RIGHTS.

INTELLECTUAL – SCIENTIFIC

1. Isaac Newton (1642-1727) published Principia Mathematica in 1687.  Laws of motion and physics are solidified.  Gottfried Leibniz and Newton discover calculus at same time.

2. Royal academies, science-based societies, are founded.  Men only.

ARTISTIC

1. FRANCE: Arts are used for political purposes. Louis XIV depicts himself as Roman Gods—Apollo or Mars. Arts are treated as a branch of the government and subsidized, including theater, music, opera, ballet and of course, Versailles. Versailles becomes the model for the rest of Europe with mini-Versailles created by other monarchs. French taste is supreme. French classicism develops as opposed to Catholic baroque.

2. ENGLAND: Great Fire (1666) creates opportunity for rebuilding London (St. Paul‘s Cathedral—architect Christopher Wren). Theaters re-opened—women will now portray women.

3. DUTCH REPUBLIC: Jan Vermeer paints Girl with Pearl Earring and other masterpieces depicting order, maps (trade), and subdued luxury. The Dutch are orderly, wealthy, great readers, and traders.

Enlightened Absolutism

POLITICS

1. ENGLAND: 

a. Charles II dies (1685) and leaves throne to brother, James II (Stuart), a Catholic. 

b. Throne is offered by Parliament in 1688 to Mary, his daughter, and William of  Orange (Holland), with conditions: 

i. Accept the English Bill of Rights (1689), 

ii. Share power with parliament (Constitutional monarchy) 

iii. THIS IS THE GLORIOUS REVOLUTION (bloodless)!

c. Mary dies in 1692, monarchy passes to her sister, Anne.

d. After Queen Anne (sister of Queen Mary) dies without heir, House of Hanover (German cousins of English Royal family) provides ruler George I in 1714. 

e. Parliament evolves:

i. Whigs are the dominant group. They advocated parliamentary supremacy and were anti-Catholic. 

ii. Tories favored traditional Stuart Succession and the King (more conservative and traditional).  

iii. Robert Walpole is the first designated minister (Prime minister). He guides legislation and maintains a steady hand with the economic crisis of the Bubbles (see Economics). However, he also supports a system of patronage in order to enlist support. This causes problems in the future during the 1800‘s as corruption in Parliament enrages the middle and lower classes.

2. FRANCE and other countries: 

a. Last war of Louis XIV, the War of Spanish Succession. ―The Pyrenees are no more! 

b. Grand Alliance is formed with Prussia, England, and Dutch Republic to maintain the Balance of Power. Ends with Treaty of Utrecht 1714: 

i. Spanish territories pass to Britain (Gibraltar) and 

ii. Spanish Netherlands now become Austrian Netherlands

iii. Britain gains Newfoundland and Nova Scotia in Canada 

c. Scotland and England formally unify

d. Britain also gains right (asiento) to provide African slaves to Spanish America—this will end with abolition, but British merchants get rich in the interim.

3. RUSSIA: 

a. Peter the Great (1689-1725) Transforms Russia. 

i. Great Northern War between Sweden and Russia ends in 1721, but most significant defeat of Sweden is in 1709 at Poltava. 

ii. Peter expands into Baltic. Incredible modernization and area expansion! Beard Tax plus clothing, court changes to model Europe

iii. Establishes Table of Ranks which confers nobility upon State Service. Tries to advance able men. 

iv. Travels to Europe twice and to learn shipbuilding, skills, encourages technical schools and Academy of Sciences. 

v. Builds city of St. Petersburg at mouth of Neva River  on the Baltic = warm water port 

vi. Serfdom (Slavery) enforced by statute in 1754. 

vii. Establishes 10 territorial areas, which is meant to closely copy Colbert‘s reforms in France.
ENLIGHTENED ABSOLUTISM (continued)

4. POLAND: Problems with succession weakens Poland and sets it up for its eventual partitions in 1772, 1793, and 1795.

ECONOMICS: TRANS – ATLANTIC SYSTEM

1. TRIANGULAR TRADE that bound Europe, Africa and Americas. Dependent upon slavery. Plantations export sugar, coffee and tobacco. Spanish dominate South America. 

2. AGRICULTURAL REVOLUTION Farmers cultivate more land by draining wetlands. Enclosure movement begins. Scientific knowledge applied to crops/livestock. In Eastern Europe the large estates with serfs remain.

3. BANKING The Bubbles: 

a. South Seas (English) and Mississippi Company (France) sell stocks beyond capacity to earn. Both collapse with disastrous results. John Law, Scottish Financier, was involved with the French Company. In France, the debt becomes the responsibility of the crown, while in England, Parliament planned to absorb debt. The Bank of England survives the bubbles. It increases its borrowing capacity. 

4. Financial center shifts from Amsterdam to London.

RELIGION

1. Skepticism toward Religion. Pierre Bayle writes Historical and Critical Dictionary, which cites errors and delusions of all past and present writers of all religions. Stresses religious tolerance: No opinion worth burning your neighbor for. For the first time, 

2. Atheists identify their non-beliefs

3. Deists, who acknowledge a Supreme Being but deny Jesus Christ divinity, attack Catholic intolerance. 

4. Voltaire leads the criticism of the church with his famous saying ―Ecrasez 1 ‘infame ―—“Crush the infamous thing (religious bigotry).

SOCIAL

1. Cities grow. Pressure on nobility as upper class merchants intermarry. English peers (nobility) continue to run large estates. Social classes try to reinforce distinctions in all aspects of everyday life. Nobility reasserts privileges when pressed for money. Peasants resent tithes and taxes. 

2. The term Bourgeoisie now refers to the emerging middle class. 

3. Literacy increases— especially in Protestant countries. Britain and Holland lead in print output. Newspapers are widely read. More travel literature about different countries. 

4. Voltaire and Montesquieu begin their writings. Satire is used to observe other countries and contrast them with injustices at home. 

5. Women: 

a. Mary Astel (1666-1731) questions women‘s traditional roles. The debate over the role of women begins. 

b. Middle class or aristocratic women host Salons, weekly gatherings of philosophes where public opinion, political events, culture and ideas discussed.

INTELLECTUAL

1. The ENLIGHTENMENT emerges in 1740. 

2. Philosophes dedicated to solving problems of the real world. The philosophes were men, women, even monarchs who wrote and published. Many works are banned as they become more critical of state. Voltaire & Rousseau publish.  
ENLIGHTENED ABSOLUTISM INTELLECTUAL (continued)

a. Diderot: publishes Encyclopedia from 1751-1772

b. Montesquieu: Publishes The Spirit of Laws (influences U.S. Constitution on Separation of Powers) and Persian Letters. 

c. Rousseau (17 12-1778): Writes The Social Contract which introduces ideas of the “General Will” (influential in French Revolution). His ideas of education are found in Emile = back to nature.

d. Voltaire (1694-1778) Attacks organized religion, bigotry, despotic governments. Exonerates Callas, who was wrongly executed. Writes Candide as a critical satire of corrupt society.

e. Adam Smith publishes Wealth of Nations in 1776. A book ahead of its time, the ideas of invisible hand, free market and laissez-faire CAPITALISM stress free trade without government controls.

3. MEDICINE: 

a. Statistics are used to study disease. Some public sanitation and hospitals. 

b. Inoculation for Smallpox begins and will continue after William Jenner develops vaccine from cowpox.

ARTISTIC

1. Rococo painting reflects new taste. More feminine, shell work, decorative qualities are found in furniture and smaller objects. 

2. Music: Court and church patrons support Bach, Handel (Messiah). Mozart a Classical composer. Opera develops with lighter themes. Marriage of Figaro mocks the social order of the Old Regime.  

3. Novels: Closely tied to expansion of reading public. Golden age of political newspapers read in coffee shops.

Enlightened Absolutists & The French Revolution circa 1740 - 1795

POLITICAL: Before the Revolution = Old (Ancien) Regime

1. FRANCE: 

a. Louis XV rules France with his mistress, Madame de Pompadour. 

b. Diplomatic Revolution of 1756 unites Austria a France together against Prussia and Great Britain.

2. Seven Years War (1756-1763) occurs in both New World (where it is termed the French & Indian War) and even extends into India. France loses Canada and its former claims in India. War ends with Treaty of Paris 1763.

3. ENGLAND: British gain Canada, and expand into India. France will support the Colonists against the British in 1776 in partial revenge for their great losses in this global war.

4. PRUSSIA: Frederick the Great had snatched Silesia from Maria Theresa in 1740. In the Seven Years’ War, he fights alone while Britain is preoccupied in North America. Elizabeth of Russia dies and her heir makes peace with Prussia in a great fluke of history. Frederick returns to rule Prussia as an Enlightened Despot. He reforms legal codes, establishes meritocracy, social programs and state schools. He supports the Junkers, (landlords) against the Serfs.

5. AUSTRIA: Maria Theresa‘s father tried to secure the Pragmatic Sanction, so she could inherit her lands intact. Her son Joseph I rules with her, then alone. His reforms include abolishment of serfdom, few taxes, and religious freedom. He is thwarted every step of the way and thus becomes autocratic and less enlightened. He dies bitter and sad over failed reforms.
ENLIGHTENED ABSOLUTISM (continued)
6. RUSSIA: Catherine the Great rules (1762-1791) after taking power in a coup which kills her husband. She begins with enlightened ideals, but revolt of peasant Pugachev forces her to limit her enlightened reforms at the cost of maintaining power. She does gain more territory and ports on Black Sea.

THE FRENCH REVOLUTION: POLITICAL

FRANCE

1. Pre-revolutionary outbreaks in the Dutch Republic and Poland.

2. 1789 Fiscal Crisis leads Louis XVI to call for meeting of Estates General 

a. Estates vote by ORDER (as a bloc), only one vote each.  

b. At Versailles in June 17, Third Estate declares itself National Assembly with some members of clergy and aristocrats joining in = Tennis Court Oath.  

c. Bastille falls on July 14, 1789 = 1st act of violence

d. Women march on Versailles and retrieve King and Queen.  

3. 1790: Civil Constitution of Clergy = RC Church brought under state control and Assignats (paper money) issued from confiscated Catholic lands. 

4. 1791: King and Queen attempt to escape and are recaptured at Varennes = traitors!  

5. 1792: Declaration of Pillnitz issued against France by Austria, etc. France declares preemptive war on Austria. War hysteria and mistrust lead to September Massacres. 

6. France at war, Valmy first great victory in September.  

7. 1792-1793: Power struggle between Girondins and the Mounain. Jacobins succeed in taking power.  

8. 1793: Execution of Louis XVI, ensuing revolt in the Vendee. By July, Robespierre heads Committee of Public Safety. The Reign of Terror begins fueled by Marat’s rants in the press. Marie Antoinette executed in October. 

9. 1794: Slavery abolished in colonies. 

10. 1795: Republic of Virtue and Cult of the Supreme Being lead to fall of Robespierre in July 1795. Robespierre executed.  Directory government (5 directors) and Napoleon has success in Italy. 

11. 1795 – 99: In the surrounding states of France, there is hope and panic revolutionary armies topple rulers. The French army moves into Italy under the leadership of the brilliant Napoleon Bonaparte.

12. 1799: Napoleon Bonaparte takes reigns of government in coup d’ etat.

ITALY, BELGIUM, SAVOY: All are affected by French Revolutionary armies who cross borders to liberate people

SWEDEN: Gustavus is is killed by sympathetic revolutionary.

HAITI: Toussaint L‘Ouverture leads slave revolt. Haiti will eventually establish republic. Failure in Haiti will lead Napoleon to sell the Louisiana Purchase to United States in 1803.

THE FRENCH REVOLUTION: ECONOMIC:

1. FRANCE: 

a. Limited reforms hampered by crop failures and recalcitrant nobles.  

b. Jacques Necker tries to reform and is dismissed. French middle class is deeply frustrated at Old Regime. 

2. REVOLUTIONARY FRANCE: 

a. Assignats issued as money backed by confiscated church lands. 
THE FRENCH REVOLUTION ECONOMIC (continued)

b. Robespierre calls for general conscription. Old Regime possessions are sold to raise money for war effort, price limits go into effect: all efforts go into war economy to ensure France‘s survival.

3. ENGLAND: Industrialization in textile trade continues. The domestic system (or putting out or cottage) of production will be rep1aced by factories. Clothing begins to be more plentiful for 3rd estate.

THE FRENCH REVOLUTION: RELIGIOUS

1. Civil Constitution of the Clergy 

2. Conflicts created when church is brought under state control. Lands are confiscated. Clergy forced to swear oaths to state. Many supporters are disenchanted by Revolution‘s handling of Catholic Church. 

3. De-Christianization begins under Robespierre with Cult of Reason, Goddess of Liberty, and Cult of Supreme being. The Revolution will take on a decidedly Atheist tone with intent to overthrow old order.

THE FRENCH REVOLUTION: SOCIAL

1. Feudal duties abolished on August 4, 1789—land distribution begins. 

2. Aristocrats (called Έmigrés) flee abroad.  

3. Dress changes to Roman/Grecian style. Sans-culottes adopt pants.  

4. Songs (La Marseilles) show revolutionary spirit. Calendar is renamed, Sundays eliminated. 

5. Metric system, however, is instituted. 

6. Divorce laws are loosened. Inheritances established among children (including girls).  

7. National Convention votes to make primary school free.  

8. Women participate in March on Versailles. Olympe de Gouge writes Declaration of the Rights of Women. Women‘s clubs are formed supporting revolution. Over time, many women resist the revolution because of pagan ideals and high food prices.

THE FRENCH REVOLUTION: NTELLECTUAL

1. Abbe Seiyes (sympathetic nobleman) publishes pamphlet What is the Third Estate? American Revolution inspires ideas of Liberty, Equality, Fraternity (Brotherhood).  

2. Declaration of Rights of Man copies American Declaration of lndependence. 

a. Though greeted with enthusiasm, many foreigners wrote against the revolution depending on their view. Newspapers sympathized with French ideas, but viewed the ensuing Terror with disgust. 

b. Royal governments opposed ―revolutionary ideas spreading. 

c. RCC condemned De-Christianization

d. Edmund Burke, English writer, criticizes revolution and extols change brought about by time and tradition with emphasis on continuity. Burke‘s writings support the newly emerging conservatism. Thomas Paine, however, wrote in favor of American and French Revolutions. Both men influential.

THE FRENCH REVOLUTION: ARTISTIC

1. Very little private art patronage because of the upheaval. 

2. Marat, ally of Robespierre was assassinated by Charlotte Corday, a royalist, in 1793. Jacques Louis-David portrays him as a revolutionary martyr in painting, Death of Marat. 

3. Other subjects are classical heroes from Greece and Rome. 
THE FRENCH REVOLUTION ARTISTIC (continued)
4. Aristocratic estates and Catholic Churches are vandalized as symbols of Old Regime. 

5. Tri-color is the new flag, and cockades are worn on hats. New buildings are based on classical designs of ancient Rome/Greece.

Napoleon and the Concert of Europe c. 1795-1815

POLITICAL

1. NAPOLEONIC FRANCE: 

a. Napoleon promises order and a continuation of French Revolution ideals. Establishes the Napoleonic Code.

b. He places many of his relatives on thrones of Europe. 

c. Establishes other European states as French dependants through force or war with his Grande Army. He defeats Austria (1805), Prussia (1806), and Russia (1807). 

d. He overreaches and makes THREE MISTAKES

i. Continental System against Great Britain flops as it cannot be maintained.  Smuggling and Russia’s defiance lead to it failing

ii. Peninsular War in Spain (who is supported by Great Britain) leads to unsuccessful war.  Spanish employ guerilla warfare tactics

iii. Invasion of Russia results in Russian “scorched earth policy” and the Grand Army loses 500k soldiers to disease, starvation and defeat (1812). 

e. He is exiled to Elba in 1814, returns to France (ONE HUNDRED DAYS) in 1815 and fights at Waterloo, Belgium in June 1815. Defeated and exiled to St. Helena, a remote Atlantic island. Dies there six years later.

f. Napoleon‘s son will die at 19, but his nephew will rule France as Napoleon III in 1851.

2. POLAND: 

a. Napoleon establishes Grand Duchy of Warsaw, a separate Polish State, after his defeat of Prussia. 

b. After the Congress of Vienna, Poland will eventually fall into Russia domination.
Post – Napoleonic Europe

POLITICAL

· NAPOLEONIC FRANCE:

POST-NAPOLEOINIC EUROPE – POLITICAL (continued)

· POLAND: 

· Napoleon establishes Grand Duchy of Warsaw, a separate Polish State, after his defeat of Prussia. 

· After the Congress of Vienna, Poland will eventually fall into Russia domination.

· CONGRESS OF VIENNA (1814-15) & POST – NAPOLEONIC EUROPE

· Klemens von Metternich leads / facilitates meetings

· CONSERVATIVE = keep things as they were (Pre-1789), democracy, as exhibited in France, is dangerous and chaotic, breeding anarchy, prevent revolution!

· Goals:

· LEGITIMACY = restore pre-1789 dynasties to their “rightful” throne

· STABILITY = return France to pre-1789 borders, restore order

· BALANCE OF POWER = no country should be too large or strong, avoid war

· Outcome: CONCERT OF EUROPE is a forum whereby the powers – Austria, Prussia, Russia and GB can discuss & coordinate actions to prevent revolutions & chaos

· RUSSIA

· Death of Tsar Alexander I >> confusion in succession – Constantine or Nicholas?

· DECEMBRIST REVOLT (1825) led by soldiers supporting Constantine

· Nicholas I squashes, executes “rebels” & seizeS power... CONSERVATIVE

· Nicholas I suppresses, censors, spies on his own people to keep power

· LATIN AMERICA – Early 1800s

· Mexico breaks away from Spain

· Father Miguel Hidalgo (Creole Roman Catholic priest) begins Mexican independence movement… el Grito de Dolores (famous speech)… executed

· Father Jose Morelos (Mestizo Roman Catholic priest) continues movement… executed

· Agustin de Iturbide (conservative) joined forces with creoles, mestizos, native peoples & overthrows government, Mexico independent 1820 

· South America

· Creoles, educated, informed of Enlightenment ideas & informed of global events are discontent… take advantage of chaos in Spain & Portugal

· Simon Bolivar leads independence movement in north

· Jose de San Martin & Bernardo O’Higgins lead independence movement in south

· Former Spanish colonies gain independence 1820s

· Brazil, gains independence from Portugal non-violently, Dom Pedro

· Central America breaks away from Spain

· United Provinces of Central America formed 1820s

· Break-up into separate nations of Honduras, Guatemala, Nicaragua, El Salvador & Costa Rica 1838

· 1830s REVOLUTIONS in EUROPE

· France

· Absolutist Charles X (Bourbon) issues Four Ordinances, which lead to July Revolution (1830), resulting in his abdication

· Louis Philippe (King of the French, a man of the people) = July Monarchy

· Tri-color flag restored, RC Church controlled, no censorship, etc

· Limited liberalism >> worker revolts (Les Miserables)

POST NAPOLEONIC EUROPE – 1830S REVOLUTIONS (continued)

· Greece

· GB + France + Russia aid Greeks, destroy Turkish fleet (1827)

· Greece independent (1830), Lord Byron (GB poet) dies aiding the Greeks

· Serbia

· Serbs (Orthodox Christian & Slavic) fight for independence for years against Muslim Ottoman Empire

· Milos Obrenovitch gains some autonomy early 1800s

· Serbia gains full independence (1830), Russia is “protector”

· Belgium

· RC Belgians fight for independence from Dutch

· Belgium gains independence (1830), neutral nation, GB protection

· King Leopold (Saxe-Coburg – German) is first “King of the Belgians”

· Poland

· Struggles for independence, Russia crushes… Frederick Chopin flees to Paris

· Organic Statute (1832) makes Poland part of Russia

· Great Britain

· Growing discontent among masses, mass demonstrations + power struggle between Tories (conservatives) & Whigs (liberals)

· Catholic Emancipation Act (1829) keeps order in Ireland, allows RCs to hold office in GB

· Great Reform Bill (1832) ends “rotten boroughs”, results in increased political power of the middle class urban dwellers

· Chartist Movement (working class led) grows, Six Points demand universal male suffrage, annual elections, secret ballot, equal sized voting districts, salaries for House of Commons members & no property ownership required… failed movement

· Queen Victoria ascends to throne after death of William IV (1838)

· 1848 REVOLUTIONS in EUROPE

· Austria

· Rising ethnic nationalism in multi-ethnic Austrian Empire

· Louis Kossuth leads Magyar Revolt (Hungary), demand “home rule” and gain greater rights

· Magyarization attempted against other ethnic minorities, triggers unrest

· Pan – Slavic Congress demands equality for all Slavs inside Austrian Empire

· Revolts break out in northern Italian lands held by Austria, revolts failed 

· France

· Mass demonstrations, protests & barricades lead to abdication of Louis Philippe

· 2nd French Republic declared (1848)

· Liberals + conservatives vs. communists (workers)

· June Days (1848) Republic’s army crushes workers, chaos

· Louis Napoleon emerges, declares himself Emperor Napoleon III (1852)

· 2nd Republic ends

· Feminism rises & ultimately fails 

· Radical Vesuvian Movement demand equality, protests

· Voix des Femmes = feminist newspaper

POST NAPOLEONIC EUROPE – 1848 REVOLUTIONS (continued)

· Germany

· Failed revolt in Prussia leads King Frederick William IV to reform

· Liberal nationalists seek to unite Germany at Frankfurt Parliament (1848), failed

· Divided German conservatives & liberals

· Grossdeutsch (include Austria) vs Kleindeutsch disagreement

· Absolutist King Frederick William IV (Prussia) rejected offer 

· Italy

· Revolts break out in northern Italy hoping for a united Italy, crushed by Austria

· Radical nationalists drive out Pope Pius IX, Roman Republic declared

· Mazzini & Garibaldi support unification, but have to wait 

· French troops lay siege to Rome, crush Republic, occupy Rome until 1870

· RC Church denounces liberalism, turns ultra-conservative, apolitical

· ECONOMIC 

· 1st INDUSTRIAL REVOLUTION  continues to boom, textile industry now based on cotton imports from the American South & India, GB  dominates 

· FACTORY life = wage labor, proletarianization of work, CHILD LABOR, separate spheres for men & women, long hours, low pay, no benefits, dangerous work

· Factory workers (GB) desire reforms, organize into early labor unions, government in GB  is pro-businesss, anti-labor

· Peterloo Massacre (1819) – government troops kill protesters in GB

· Six Acts (GB) limits right to assemble, institutes censorship

· Railroads develop & expand throughout Great Britain & the Continent

· Steam engine (James Watt) is source of power, iron is industrial material of choice, coal is the fuel 

· RELIGIOUS

· NB’s Concordat of 1801 improves Church / State conflict in France

· RC Church experiences a revival after NB, Jesuits expand, 

· Rene de Chateaubriand emphasizes “passion” of religious experience

· Protestant Christian revival creates Methodism (Faith + Emotion), led by John Wesley

· Revolt = chaos, therefore church supported conservative governments

· SOCIAL

· NAPOLEONIC CODE = mixed change

· Pro-business, pro-male, pro-tradition

· Greater equality (male) & religious liberty

· Inheritance to ALL children

· Criminal codes reformed & codified across the nation

· Greater access to education (male)

· Censorship to limit criticism, NB is a despot

· Women’s rights reduced to reinforce tradition & traditional gender roles; women’s education & opportunity reduced

· Critics of NB such as Germaine de Stael flee from France

· INTELLECTUAL

· Conservatism

· Supported by RC Church, old aristocracy

· Favored return to “legitimate” monarchs

· Favors tradition, slow change, the “Old Regime”, is anti-revolution & chaos

POST NAPOLEONIC INTELLECTUAL (continued)
· Liberalism

· Supported by middle class, merchants, professionals

· Favored more democratic rule with limits

· Favors orderly, non-violent change, greater freedom, liberty & equality

· Abolition of the slave trade led by William Wilburforce in GB

· Classical Liberalism = economic free trade with no restraints on competition, no tariffs, laissez-faire

· Utilitarianism (Jeremy Bentham) = “greatest good for the greatest number”

· Radicalism

· Supported by “the others,” those outside & oppressed by the mainstream

· Favors full democracy, great change (social upheaval) and violence if necessary

· Socialism

· Supported by many non-aristocratic – middle class bourgeoisie, working class, working poor who do not condone violence

· Favors government intervention to benefit a greater number, mutual cooperation rather than competition

· Robert Owen experiments by creating a workers community in New Lanark, Scotland

· Claude H Saint-Simon & Charles Fourier (France) favor small communities based on utopian ideals… leads to many “communal” experiments

· Nationalism

· Extended across the Continent in reaction to NB’s conquests & oppression

· German student groups (Burschenschafften) rally against NB’s influence

· Carl Sand, Burschenschafften member is executed = political martyr

· Multi-ethnic & multi-language Austrian Empire full of growing ethnic based nationalism… Magyars, Czechs, other Slavs, etc.

· Science

· NB, trained in math & artillery promotes & rewards science & technological advance

· Expedition to Egypt uncovers the Rosetta Stone which is key to understanding Egyptian hieroglyphics by 1822

· Canning of food for improved health while at sea & war

· New surgery techniques advance as a result of war & battle field necessity

· ARTISTIC

· Jacques Louis David does portraits of NB, depicted as powerful, emperor, etc

· Egyptian motifs in furniture, architecture, clothing in Napoleonic France

· Francisco de Goya paints the horrors of Peninsular War in The Third of May

· Romantic Movement aka Neo-Gothic extends to art, music, literature, architecture, generates full range of human emotion = the sublime

· Art depicts awesomeness of nature in landscapes, storms, the sea, & sunsets

· Caspar David Friedrich, John Constable, Joseph MW Turner 

· German Sturm und Drang movement = struggle, “storm & stress” 

· Romantic Music generates emotional reaction

· Beethoven,  John Wesley (Methodist hymns)

POST NAPOLEONIC EUROPE ARTISTIC (continued)

· Romantic Literature that includes the entire human experience… romance, heroism; Novels are new form of literature, theater addresses the entire human condition 

· Victor Hugo = Les Miserables

· Johann Wolfgang von Goethe = Faust

· Sir Walter Scott = Ivanhoe 
· Charles Dickens = Hard Times, Tale of Two Cities, Oliver Twist, David Copperfield
· Romantic Poetry by Coleridge, Wordsworth & Lord Byron
· Romantic Architecture brings back Medieval themes

· Pointed arches, turrets, steep rooflines

· King Ludwig II’s Neuschwanstein Castle in Bavaria 

· Romantic History popular in Germany to generate national feeling

· Grimm Brothers Fairy Tales

· Hegel says history is evolutionary: Thesis > Antithesis > Synthesis; also that great men doing great deeds influence the age

· Neo-Classicial = reaction against Romanticism, brings back Greco-Roman themes in art (portraits, subjects portrayed in Greco-Roman clothing) & architecture (domes, columns, round arches)

· Islam & Islamic world treated negatively as a reflection of growing European nationalism
