Sensory Poem

This type of writing activity is designed to make the writer take on a role of a person during a specific historical period or event.  It allows to writer to put him or herself in the character’s shoes, describing what the character – based on the position in society – experienced.

The first line identifies the character in terms of gender, social class / rank, religion, job, political viewpoint, etc. and event under consideration.  Each line of the free-verse poem depicts a physical sense, what that person would experience during the era or event.  The last line references what the character would be thinking after experiencing the period or event and serves as a summary.
